It is our honor to present Safe Parking LA’s 2024 Impact Report, a reflection on resilience, progress, and 
community. 

Los Angeles’ homeless services system continued to shift under political, economic, and social pressures. In 
this climate, proven, cost-effective solutions matter more than ever. Safe parking remains the only region-wide 
intervention dedicated to individuals and families experiencing vehicular homelessness—the largest segment of 
our unsheltered neighbors. 

Despite these challenges, Safe Parking LA stayed true to its mission. In 2024, we served 431 adults and children. 
Among those who exit our program, 47% achieve positive housing outcomes—a powerful testament to program 
effectiveness. Beyond housing, our community warmline screened 2,000 households for services, and we 
delivered over $177,000 in direct assistance for essentials like vehicle repairs, insurance, rental deposits, and 
groceries. 

These results align with broader system gains. The 2025 LAHSA Point-in-Time Count showed a 9.3% decrease 
in the number of people experiencing vehicular homelessness and an 11.4% drop in vehicles used as shelter— 
encouraging progress that reflects the impact of interventions like ours. 

Every number in this report represents a life stabilized, a family supported, and a community strengthened. With 
resolve and compassion, Safe Parking LA will continue advancing dignity, safety, and housing pathways for our 
neighbors. 

Thank you for standing with us in this vital work. Together, we are creating safer nights and brighter futures.

ANGELA’S SUCCESS STORY

ANGELA’S LIFE AFTER 
SAFE PARKING LA
Angela was able to move into an apartment in 
Whittier and currently works with LA County 
Probation supporting young adults impacted 
by the justice system. Today, Angela is housed, 
employed, and fulfilling her passion for education 
and service, including serving on a steering 
committee for the Women’s Safe Parking Program. 

I never thought, at 52-years old, that I would face homelessness firsthand. 

I have spent most of my life taking care of others. I was working for a women’s homeless service provider here in 
Los Angeles, helping women and their families find temporary housing and serving as a vaccination ambassador. 

I was often a caretaker outside of work as well, living with and caring for my aging family members. In 2020, I 
lived with my uncle, but when he became seriously ill and had to move out, I could no longer afford our shared 
housing. 

Unable to find a home within my means, I started living in my car. 

I parked outside of office buildings or found temporary low-cost rentals, but my situation was never stable and it 
definitely didn’t feel safe.  

Eventually, my job came to an end due to funding cuts. With no income and 
constant uncertainty, I knew I needed to make a change. I knew it was 
time to find support for myself. 

Finding Safe Parking LA was such a blessing. Knowing I had a safe 
place to sleep and case managers who care brought a sense of 
security that cannot be measured. It gave me new hope for my 
future. 

The staff at Safe Parking LA—Camie, Mirna, and Monica—helped me 
get back on my feet. They were able to provide me with financial 
assistance as well as gas and food cards. It was such a relief 
to ease the financial burden I was under. I was able to get a 
tutoring job which helped bring stability back into my life. 

Monica and I worked together to explore housing options. 
She was able to refer me to a housing navigator through her 
connections at PATH. Within a few months, I found a new 
apartment to call home.

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PROGRAM OVERVIEW
By employing underutilized parking lots, Safe Parking LA provides access and engagement to households whose 
only source of shelter is their vehicle.  

We currently operate in San Fernando Valley, Central Los Angeles, Mid-City and West Los Angeles, including a 
program on the VA West Los Angeles campus. Since our inception, we have received over 13,000 inquiries and 
permitted more than 3,000 vehicles for safe parking. 

Our safe parking programs are more than a safe place to park. Our services are designed to meet the needs of 
our community, facilitate safety and stability, and provide an actionable roadmap for participants to return to 
permanent housing.

SERVICES PROVIDED

Our confidential phone service helps community members struggling with the 
imminent loss of housing or experiences of vehicular homelessness. We assist 
households in assessing their situation, connecting to resources and referrals, and 
enrolling in our safe parking program if appropriate.

COMMUNITY WARMLINE AND INTAKE

With the help of our partners, we provide secure and legal overnight parking at 
sites equipped with security personnel, portable toilets, and handwashing stations. 
Onsite services vary by location and may include wi-fi, mobile clinics, and food 
distribution as they become available through leveraged resources. All safe parking 
programs meet ADA standards for accessibility.

SAFE PARKING LOT OPERATIONS

Upon enrollment, case managers assess the needs of safe parking program 
participants, develop personalized housing service plans, and make connections 
to essential resources and housing solutions. Case managers advocate on the 
participant’s behalf when necessary, such as to advocate for the rights of a 
child within the school system, advocate for social services, or advocate for 
consideration for a housing placement.

CASE MANAGEMENT AND RESOURCE COORDINATION

After 30 days of enrollment, participants may apply for assistance from Safe 
Parking LA to address financial burdens such as vehicle maintenance, credit repair, 
first month’s rent, and move-in costs. We also provide support in addressing 
emergency situations, such as urgent vehicle operability issues. Our ability to 
provide financial assistance depends on the availability of funds.

EMERGENCY FUNDS AND FINANCIAL ASSISTANCE

In addition to supporting participants in becoming document-ready for the 
housing application process, Safe Parking LA provides referrals and linkages to 
housing opportunities participants may not be able to access on their own. This 
includes working within the Coordinated Entry System and Continuum of Care and 
helping to secure housing opportunities in the broader community.

THE NEED

VETERAN SPOTLIGHT

SITE OPERATIONS

According to LAHSA’s 2024 Greater Los Angeles 
Homeless Count, people experiencing vehicular 
homelessness comprise over 44%—totaling more than 
23,000 adults and children—of Los Angeles County’s 
unsheltered population. Within the City of Los Angeles, 
an estimated 7,755 people live in vehicles and represent 
45% of the unsheltered population.

I grew up in a military family, earned a military 
scholarship, became an Army officer, and 
deployed to Afghanistan by 24. After nine years 
of service, the transition home hit harder than 
anything I faced in uniform. 

Without structure or support, I bounced 
between jobs and states while battling PTSD 
and addiction. I spent long stretches living out 
of my car, always moving, never finding stability. 

When I came to LA for an AmeriCorps role, the 
VA connected me to Safe Parking LA. Their 
quick response and the safety of having a 
reliable place to sleep gave me a foothold when 
I needed it most. 

My case manager, Anna, guided me through 
VA resources, mental health support, and basic 
needs. When I found housing but couldn’t 
secure VA assistance, Safe Parking LA covered 
my first month’s rent and move-in costs, 
allowing me to rebuild. 

I’m now volunteering with the Red Cross and 
VA while working toward a career in homeless 
services. Safe Parking LA never judged me— 
they simply gave me a chance. That chance 
changed everything. 

Safe Parking LA served 60 Veterans, plus their 
household members and pets, through our 
Veterans Safe Parking Program at the West LA 
VA Campus in 2024.   

In fiscal year 2023–24, Safe Parking LA operated six (6) 
safe parking programs with the capacity to permit 174 
vehicles on any given night. Programs were located in 
Los Angeles County Service Planning Areas (SPAs) 2, 4, 
and 5. 

Our safe parking programs operate overnight,  
7 days a week, 365 days a year.

Our Community Warmline is the entry point for people seeking support while living in their 
vehicles. It’s called a warmline because every caller reaches a real, knowledgeable staff 
member or volunteer who can listen, assess their situation, and guide them 
through available options. 

Our team responds to thousands of calls each year, helping 
people understand what support is available and how to 
access it. Whether someone is eligible for our program or not, 
the warmline connects them to alternative safe parking 
sites and essential resources across the region. It’s a 
critical access point and a steady, human source of help 
for people navigating crisis.
